“Call for Papers” of technical conferences and workshops are recommended to be published in this timely and fast-updated web-based e-newsletter, leaving more rooms to the Magazine for feature articles.

For feature article authors, it is recommended to first submitt an outline (extended abstract) of the proposed article to the Editor-in-Chief of the Magazine at

Your proposal will be circulated within the Magazine Editorial Board for discussions toward a consensus as if your proposed article fits the mission and scope of the Magazine. If so, you will be invited to submit a full article for further technical and editorial reviews.

When you are invited to submit a full-sized article for review, your article should follow the IEEE Transactions and Magazines format (but not necessarily in two columns) using either Word or Latex. Only the pdf file of the complete article is required for review.

Upon acceptance after review, to submit your final version of the article for publication, please email the following materials to the Editor-in-Chief:

1. A scanned pdf file of your signed copyright form (can be downloaded from this webpage below or obtained by email from the Editor-in-Chief)

2. The original Word (or Latex) file of the article

3. A separate set of original figures in high resolution (taking out directly from a Word file will not be acceptable)

4. All authors' brief bios (texts) and (colored) photos in high resolution (jpg size > 150K; tif size > 0.8M)

5. A pdf file of your complete article (for publisher’s reference in production). Please do not worry about the layout of the figures - there is an art designer in the publication office to do an overall layout design for your article
